City Attorney Matt Fairless had suggested that City Engineer Tom Rothermich continue meeting with the Public Works head, Scott Smith, for further information/discussion. At the original meeting, Scott Smith had suggested that we eliminate the flow meters and that the actual water volumetric usage be the basis for charges of sewer per household. He also recommended that all well-users in Wentzville pay a flat rate based on 5000 gallons per month; and no basis for number of residents in the household. Scott Smith recommended that further meetings would progress after the elections and new Mayor and Aldermen are in place.

Bill 2012-07 Amending Zoning Map and Establishing Boundaries of 



Downtown Special District (DSD)

The Board reviewed the Application for Zoning Change, per Article 28: Amendment Procedure; for the proposed DSD-Downtown Special District. This new zoning district was reviewed and recommended by the Planning and Zoning Commission in 2011 and was approved by Ordinance 2011-15 in December 2011.


A proposed area was designed along Hwy P, on both north and south sides of the highway. This would tentatively extend from St. Theos Church property to Mette Rd., on the north side. The south side would begin with the E. Rothermich property and extend to Mette Rd. 

 
The purpose of the Downtown Special District (DSD) is to recognize the unique and historic attributes of the area identified as the historic center of the City of Flint Hill and to encourage the redevelopment and revitalization of this area as a pedestrian-oriented, downtown including a mix of retail, service, professional and governmental office, restaurant and hospitality, and residential; uses as well as to encourage preservation and restoration of the historic character of the buildings, streetscapes and surrounding public and private spaces within the area.


The Planning and Zoning Commission recommended these boundaries for the new DS District. Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to establish the boundaries of the Downtown Special District as outlined in the published hearing notice and in the letter of contact to all property owners. He then made a motion introduce Bill 2012-07 to establish the DS District boundaries in the new zoning district. Alderman Schmidt seconded the motion. The City Clerk reported the votes as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.

Sewer/Waste Water Updates
 
The City has 160 users currently with outstanding accounts, totalling $4758.71.         Monthly payment arrangements are being kept, one well customer has now installed a meter. 26 well-users remain on an estimated usage.


As of March, 2012, the City of Wentzville now charges Flint Hill a rate of $29.00 per user, an increase from the previous $25.00 rate. Our monthly payment is now $4669. instead of $4025.
15th Item:
Engineering Report - Tom Rothermich, City Engineer


City Engineer Tom Rothermich presented his information during the topic discussion for the Hach Flow Meter Lease-Purchase. He will continue to be meeting with Scott Smith of Wentzville Public Works, after the elections and will present that information to the Board.

He had completed an inspection of lift stations with Ofallon Sewer. The few problems with wiring, etc. are being repaired. The status of the un-maintained generators, is not very good. It appears that they have not been routinely maintained, and need batteries charged, etc. immediately. Tom Rothermich met with a diesel mechanic and that has been initiated.

If the City joins the Missouri Rural Water Association, for a nominal fee, a smoke test thru Mo Rural Water would be available. The low cost of smoke bombs, would be the only charge for the service. The City Clerk and City Engineer will be meeting with the representative from MO Rural Water on April 26th, and bring more information to the Board on April 30th. The City Clerk will work to coordinate a letter to all residents, regarding the time frame of this smoke test. Also, the Wentzville Fire Protection District will be contacted.

SRTS response letter from GBA was received, as well as a MODOT contract for flashing lights. The contract has been given to legal for their review.
