The June 21, 2012 Board of Aldermen meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.  
1st Item: Meeting called to order, roll call, approval of minutes
         Alderman Jacobsen made a motion to approve the agenda; as modified by placing the Engineering Report as Agenda Item#3. Alderman Jackson seconded the motion. The city clerk reports 3 “yes,” 0 “no,” and 0 “abstain” votes. Motion carried.
A copy of the written May 21, 2012 regular minutes were emailed (as requested) to the Board of Aldermen in advance of the meeting.  The city clerk asked if everyone had received copies of the minutes.  All had.  

Alderman Jackson  made a motion to approve the regular Board meeting minutes, from May 21, 2012. The motion was seconded by Alderman Carter. The city clerk reports 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain votes. The minutes for the regular Board meeting stand approved on this day, June 21, 2012.

                        Update: Ordinance 2012-03 Hach Flow Meter Lease-Purchase

                        Wentzville/Flint Hill/Hach Meeting


City Engineer Tom Rothermich will be meeting with the City of Wentzville Public Works head, Scott Smith, for further information and discussion regarding the ongoing/discussion proposal from Wentzville for the agreement with Flint Hill. This agreement is tentatively with approval to no longer use the Hach Flow Meter System, as a system of charging Flint Hill residents for their sewer treatment. The Hach Co has been notified in a letter from our City Attorney that the City will not be renewing the lease. 

Per Tom Rothermich, the Hach flow meters will be removed on July 22nd. The meeting for the two City Engineers is scheduled for Wednesday, June 27 at the City of Wentzville. Major 
discussion points are the tap fee consideration percentage to be paid to Wentzville; after Flint Hill has been repaid for all flow meter associated costs. Also to be considered is a DNR Biannual Report to be submitted by Flint Hill with SSO/overflow and high INI rate information. This report would be considered a non-issue by City Engineer Tom Rothermich.


A more significant issue, is concerning  the base rate with a defined cost breakdown to justify the costs. The issue of maintaining our existing approved $15.00 base rate or combining our base rate with a portion of the Wentzville approximately $8.00 base rate are options for discussion. 


The final drafted proposal, after legal and Board review, will then presented to the Mayor and Board of Aldermen of Wentzville at a future  City of Wentzville Board Meeting. City Engineer Tom Rothermich and City Clerk Becky McCollum will be attending that (to-be-scheduled) meeting in Wentzville.

On the same date, June 27th, a meeting will be held at the City of Wentzville with representatives from MODOT concerning the dangerous Hwy P and 40-61 intersection. City Engineer Tom Rothermich and Alderman Chris Jacobsen plan on attending that informal meeting with MODOT.

A motion was made to table, this Bill 2012 - 03 indefinitely, by Alderman Jackson until further information is received from the City of Wentzville. The motion is seconded by Alderman Carter   The vote  is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.


Missouri Rural Water Association smoke test is scheduled tenatively for July 11th, and the assistance of the teen-agers needing service hour requirements will be scheduled in advance with their parents.


The City Engineer, and City Clerk have been contacted by Doug Post, the owner of the existing Crossroads Business Park area, adjacent to Hwy 40-61 lying east of the north outer service road. The proposed parcel with all applications and fees is scheduled to be reviewed potentially for a rezone and record re-plat; with public hearings for the rezoning. The tentative proposed usages are for a welding shop or a construction company office/equipment storage. Crossroads Business Park is currently a C-2 zoning district. The future usages are only allowed in an Industrial District or thru a conditional use permit. Application received for rezone from C-2 to I-2 and a record plat. Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting is scheduled for July 10th, with a Public Hearing for the rezone. The Board of Aldermen will review that request at their July 17th Board Meeting.

4th Item:
Steve Ridgway - Flint Hill Country Estates


Mr. Steve Ridgway requested to be on the meeting agenda regarding the letter received by Mr. Lumia, Mr. Ridgway and Mr. Dickherer; as subdivision trustees/developers for  Flint Hill Country Estates. The letter dated June 5, 2012 to DLR Development was in regards to complaints of high grass and the baling of hay on the undeveloped/un-sold lots owned by DLR Development in Flint Hill Country Estates.

Mike Lumia acted as spokesperson for the request. He stated that the economy had created a hardship in the sale of the undeveloped lots in the development. DLR has continued to maintain the areas, above the minimum requirements. In the past few years, the subdivision trustees have baled-hay on the approximately 23 acres of unsold lots. Mr. Lumia stated that DLR had contacted and received an approval (by written petition) for the majority of the property owners in the subdivision. Out of 28 sold lots, 1 is abandoned and 22 out of the 27 home owners, have no problem with  the existing hay-baling and grass care-maintenance of the approx. 23 acres owned by DLR Development.


The City Clerk had researched the 2009 Property Maintenance Code and discussed the issue with the County Neighborhood Preservation District manager, Art Genasci. In some cases, a waiver of the grass height set at 10" has been given per Section 302.4. Mr. Lumia requested a special waiver, with a once annual hay-baling of the 23 acre/unsold lots. The further stipulations will be that the grass areas will be cut/hay-baled when the grass is between 24" and no higher than 30"; no later than May 30th annually. DLR Development will request this annually and receive permission from the Board of Aldermen. Furthermore, DLR will maintain the surrounding 20' perimeter of the 23 acres, to the required height of 10", so as to maintain all adjacent properties with residences and all areas with boundaries on the existing roads in Flint Hill Country Estates Subdivision.

 The motion was made by Alderman Jacobsen for the City Clerk to contact St. Charles County Neighborhood Preservation District and obtain further information and a format to begin this type of waiver for DLR Development, based on the above-mentioned specifics. The motion is seconded by Alderman Carter   The vote  is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.

5th Item:
Bill 2012 - 10  St. Charles County Road Maintenance Agreement
An informational meeting was held involving these smaller cities on May 22, at the Dardenne Prairie City Hall. City Clerk Becky McCollum and Alderman Jacobsen were in attendance. The group of smaller cities, wants the Council to allow for more time for each City to consider their budgets and require a better accounting of actual monies spent by the County for maintenance and snow removal within each municipality, receive more information before acceptance of the county agreement. 

City Attorney Matt Fairless provided a recap of the points of consideration as presented in his draft agreement to the county. Included is the proper record-keeping of actual expenditures and that the 50% Bridge and Road Tax  monies be spent directly within the municipalities. A consideration of time for each Citys' budgeting to allow for the gradual acceptance of this contract was presented, in this draft, for a initiation date of 2016.
The St. Charles County Council met on May 29, 2012 and June 11, 2012 with this Bill 3854 on their meeting agenda. Several cities had representatives in attendance who made public comments to the county council. The Bill 3854 was tabled at both council meetings until their next meeting on June 25. Representatives from Flint Hill need to attend the next County Council Meeting to voice their opinions and objections to that bill.  The group of cities also met at Dardenne Prairie and will be requesting a pre-council meeting before the June 25 scheduled St Charles Council meeting.

A motion was made to table this Bill 2012-12, by Alderman Carter and seconded by Alderman  Jackson  until the July 17 Board Meeting. The vote is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried. 
6th Item:
Prohibited Trailer Parking in Residential Districts


In previous Board meetings, discussion ensued concerning complaints which had been received in the City office and to Mayor Doug Wynn and Alderman Christopher Jacobsen regarding the extended parking of commercial type trailers on narrow residential streets in Flint Hill. No existing ordinance applies to this trailer parking in our current City code.

Further discussion evolved in the fact that no traffic ordinance exists in Flint Hill. A traffic ordinance would need to be adopted and then would need to be enforced by the sheriff department, after a request by a resident or the City to correct any violations of a trailer ordinance.

A motion was made for this discussion topic item to remain on the table, by Alderman Carter and seconded by Alderman Jackson until the July 17 Board Meeting. The vote is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried. 

7th Item:
Compton Fireworks Conditional Use Permit Renewal


The Board discussed the renewal application fee of $4000.00 and the permit that had been received from Compton Fireworks to open their fireworks stand at 2222 Hwy 61/N. Service Rd. This is the same location as in previous years and all required building permits and approvals will be obtained through Wentzville Fire Protection District. Our Building Official Bob Barclay and City Engineer Tom Rothermich have stated that the inspections by Wentzville Fire Protection District are more than adequate, and he would 
be duplicating their efforts. The Board agreed that the fire district inspections would stand as the sole set of inspections for all fireworks permits.

Alderman Jackson made a motion to renew the conditional use permit for Compton Fireworks Stand, on the Josh Driscoll owned property ‘The Sandbox,’ utilizing the same location and layout for the 2012 season. Alderman  Carter seconded the motion. The vote is reported as 3 "yes," 0 "no," and 0 "abstain" votes. Motion carried.


Separately, the City Clerk will provide a follow-up on information verifying that the Compton Fireworks sales tax has been accurately assigned to the City of Flint Hill.

8th Item: 
2012 Liquor Licenses

The City Clerk reported three applications had been received for liquor licenses. The Board of Aldermen had previously approved the St. Theodore’s annual and picnic liquor licenses, due to their event schedule. The City Clerk requested a separate vote for each liquor license to be issued.
